March Program Presenter Bio:

Cheryl Anthony MS Ed.

Cheryl Anthony is a reading specialist and a Certified Advanced Baron Tutor. Currently she is an Academic Support Director to Kings Way Christian Schools in Vancouver, WA. As the owner of Successful Learning Educational Services she provides testing and tutoring services for dyslexia. For twelve years she was an elementary classroom teacher. She is a parent of a young adult with dyslexia. Ms. Anthony is currently President-Elect (Jan. 2010) of the Oregon Branch of the International Dyslexia Association. Cheryl recently worked with senators to pass SB 6016. The bill tasks the Office of the Superintendent of Public instruction (OSPI) to develop an educator training program to enhance the reading, writing, and spelling skills of students with dyslexia and a dyslexia handbook and posting both the training program and handbook on its website. This bill also requires ESDs to report to the OSPI and the OSPI to report to the Legislation regarding the number of individuals who participate in the training enabling more educators to learn about dyslexia.
Women’s History Month Article:

Educational Maxims of Mrs. Annie Curwen:
  1.Teach the easy before the difficult. 

  2. Teach the thing before the sight. 

  3.Teach one fact at a time, and the commonest fact first. 

  4. Leave out all exceptions and anomalies until the general rule is understood. 

  5. In training the mind, teach the concrete before the abstract. 

  6. In developing physical skill, teach the elemental before the compound, and do one thing at a time. 

  7. Proceed from the known to the unknown. 

  8. Let each lesson, as far as possible, rise out of that which goes before and lead up to that which follows. 

  9. Call in the understanding to help the skill at every step. 

10. Let the first impression be a correct one, leave no room for misunderstanding. 

11. Never tell a pupil anything that you can help him to discover for himself. 
Let the pupil, as soon as possible, derive some pleasure from his knowledge. Interest can only be kept up by a sense of growth in independent power.

Annie (Jessy) Curwen (1845-1932) was an influential piano pedagogue and leading figure of the Tonic Sol-Fa teaching system in England. She anticipated 20th-century pedagogical trends by applying progressive educational principles in her classroom teaching, keyboard instruction and innovative piano 

method series.

Marienne Uszler spoke of the influence of Mrs. Annie (Jessy) Curwen in her article "Crisscrossing Threads"-one of two articles on the background of piano pedagogy that preceded the series on piano methods that appeared in the Piano Quarterly in the 1980's starting with magazine # 120. The article that mentions and quotes Mrs Curwen was in #121. Among the comments made there is the following; "Curwen's 'method' demonstrates repeatedly that the educational psychology underlying most of its premises and suggested teaching techniques is solid, informed, and extensive. Many teachers today might still regard it as innovative or, at least, controversial."

She was a British pedagogue, daughter-in-law of Rev. John Curwen mentioned below. Some of her materials have been recently re-published in England.
