BAROQUE/CLASSICAL FESTIVAL
October 26, 2008

Clark College Music Department
Registration Due Oct. 9 to Barbara Roberts

The keyboard section Baroque/Classical Festival will be held on Saturday October 25 at
Clark College. Patricia Scordato from Portland will be the adjudicator. The festival format will
be similar to the 20th Century Festival, with students grouped by age, playing in groups of about
7-12 students. Each group will last between an hour and an hour and a half. Students need to
stay for the entire group class. After each student plays, Patricia will give a mini-master class --
she'll talk about the strengths of each performance and give a couple of suggestions for whatever
she thinks is appropriate.

A percentage of students will be chosen to play on the Honors Recital the next day, Sunday
October 26, at Sherman/Clay in Portland. We have the hall at noon, and need to be finished by
3PM. Depending on the number of students, we will either have one or two recitals. If there is
only one recital, it will probably be at 1:00. If there are two recitals, they will probably be at
noon and at 1:30. Teachers, when you register your students, please let me know ahead of time if
a student will not be able to play on the honors recital. That will not affect whether he/she is
chosen, but it will make it easier for me to organize the recitals on Saturday night.

There will not be separate recitals for Baroque or Classical pieces. Each student will play
either a Baroque or Classical piece. Students will be grouped by age, not by composers.

Because of scheduling, the Festival is early this year. | hope all of you will enter students
anyway -- it's a great opportunity for students to get feedback from another person and play in
public! Please remind your students that the choices made for the Honors Recital is only the
subjective opinion of one person. The main benefit of the festival is the Saturday master class,
not whether or not you are chosen for the Sunday recital.
